The best way of cryopreserving complex tissues is 
vitrification, in which chemicals replace water to 
prevent the formation of ice. Recent breakthroughs in 
vitrification have enabled the achievement of reversible 
solid state suspended animation in some mammalian 
organs.  However, the obstacles to reversible solid state 
whole-body suspended animation in humans include 
the toxicity of the chemicals used, their addition and 
removal, thermo-mechanical stresses, and residual 
ice formation. Cryobiologist Brian Wowk will present 
advances toward the many research milestones that are 
being pursued to overcome these obstacles, including 
improved brain cryopreservation.

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Developing Technology For The Revival Of Cryopreserved 
Humans – Ralph Merkle, PhD - Nanofactory Collaboration
Research breakthroughs to build advanced nanorobots 
for curing disease, rejuvenating the aged and repairing 
cryopreservation damage. Future nanomedicine could 
enable the repair of virtually all types of biological 
damage with intelligent, microscopic robot physicians 
small enough to enter the circulatory system and even 
individual cells. Molecular nanotechnology researcher 
Ralph Merkle will describe three proposed advanced 
medical nanorobots: respirocytes to restore tissue 
levels of oxygen, carbon dioxide and other metabolites 
to appropriate levels prior to resumption of metabolic 
activity; microbivores to clear out pathogens from the 
circulatory system; and chromallocytes to replace 
damaged chromosomes.
